HISTORY OF ASSOCIATION OF CZECH GRAPHIC ARTISTS HOLLAR

Association of Czech Graphic Artists Hollar was found in 1917 by Tavik Frantiek Simon, Adolf
Jelinek (Alex), FrantiSek Bilek, Vratislav Hugo Brunner, Bohumir Jaronék, Jan KonUpek, Zdenék
Kratochvil, Frantisek Kysela, Antonin Majer, Vaclav Rabas, Vladimir Silovsky, Jaromir Stretti-
Zamponi, Viktor Stretti, Max Svabinsky and Karel Vik.

Officially, free graphic art in Czech country became equal with other art disciplines by opening
two special graphic schools at the Prague Academy (1910). Professor Max Svabinsky, by
emphasizing technical excellence, established a tradition not only in Hollar but in the whole of
Bohemia that was valid until recently. Then the World War | struck and many students went to
the front. The first and the only one professional organization of graphic artists was not defined
by a generational or uniform art program, but only by the quality of work. Tavik Frantisek Simon
became its chairman. In the new state, Hollar artists were asked to design banknotes and
postage stamps. Some newspaper cartoonists also became Hollar members. More graduates
became members and the Association of Czech Graphic Artists Hollar even had its honorary
members, Hollar magazine was founded (1923), and apart from its regular members it also had
contributing collectors and bibliophiles, who earned membership bonuses and subscribed to
graphic albums and the magazine. Since the beginning, Hollar collaborated with groups of
foreign graphic artists and participated collectively in international shows. It also hosted
international exhibitions in our country. In 1939, its own gallery was opened (on the 205
embankment near the National Theater). The Protectorate of Bohemia and Moravia, however,
caused the end of international contacts and publication of the magazine was stopped (1943).
After the liberation, the membership doubled, although the principle of accepting members
only after three attendances at guest exhibitions was still followed. However, the political
pressure began to intensify, the activity of all artistic associations was suspended and the
United Organization of Czechoslovak Artists was established (1950) as the governing ideological
body. Fortunately, the Hollar Gallery was maintained for the exhibitions of graphic artists, and
even the magazine began to be published again, although under the patronage of the United
Organization. For some time, working genres mandatorily prevailed but already in the mid-
1950s, the resistance of the young generation against the doctrine of socialist realism
deepened in all spheres of cultural life. Many artists decided to resort to the sphere of applied
arts, where they gained significant international successes for our country (World Expo ‘58 in
Brussels and EXPO’ 67 in Montreal). The existing organization of cultural life did not work as
expected and formation of creative groups was made possible (1956). “The Prague Spring” was
preceded by political loosening in the whole cultural area, cultural relations with countries
outside the so-called Eastern Bloc were renewed. Even the Czech book culture had a good
response, a regular international exhibition of the Biennial of Applied Graphics Brno came into
existence (1964), a year later the Biennial of Illustrations Bratislava. The Book Club (1966) was
founded in Hollar. New tendencies in the European art and also in the US art, where the center
of artistic interest moved from Paris, affected the young generation the most. New graphic



techniques were used, abstraction became popular. The big exhibition “50 Years of the
Association of Czech Graphic Artists Hollar” (1967) included perhaps all current trends. The
function of graphic art was changing — it was moving from graphic albums to walls, its format
and colors grew. But less than a year after the jubilee exhibition, however, the “allied armies”
entered Czechoslovakia, followed by socalled normalization. A new United Organization of
Czechoslovak Artists was established, followed by political scrutiny, creative groups were
administratively abolished. The last exhibition of the Association of Czech Graphic Artists Hollar
was held in Manes (1971), the exhibition hall was reserved for graphic artsts only until 1987,
when it became the Monument of Julius Fucik. The Hollarists met informally in friendly groups
they had already begun during their studies. The bibliophiles and exlibrists fortunately
continued their activities, and for the Hollarists, Lyra Pragensis was an option to present
themselves. New friendships were made also in the printing workshops, even theatrical
performances were prepared in the 206 litographic workshop under the head of Graphothalia.
During the celebration of the sixty-first birthday of the painter and graphic artist Kamil Lhotak,
a group of musicians, known as Graphic Artists (Graficanka) was established (1972). Social
evenings were organized under the patronage of the Club of Friends of Fine Arts. However, the
continuity of recruiting new members was interrupted. In the seventies and eighties, the
interest in graphic art grew, even painters and sculptors were marginally involved, but many of
them did not consistently follow classical graphic techniques; combined techniques,
perforation experiments and first experiments with computer graphics emerged. The working
group under the leadership of the former chairman Jaroslav Svab sought to re-establish the
Association of Czech Graphic Artists Hollar and achieved its goal before November 1989.
Jaroslav Svab became chairman again. In spring 1991, the Hollarists met in the returned
exhibition hall. In 1995, Vladimir Suchanek became Hollar’s chairman for the next twenty years.

The Hollar Foundation (est. In 1994 by Association of Czech Graphic Artists Hollar) and the
Hollar Club of Friends (est. In 1990) were created to help ensure the existence of the
Association. Hollar’s mission lies primarily in exhibition activities that familiarize the cultural
public with the values of graphic art today and in the past.

In the spring of 2015, graphic artist Pavel Piekar took over the leadership of Hollar after Vladimir
Suchdnek, and the membership team managed to expand to 183 members. Since 2015
Association of Czech Graphic Artists accepts new members including the youngest generation
of graphic artists every year. The main and the only one condition is quality of an artwork, not
age, degree or artistic style.

In 2017 — in “Year of Graphic Art” — Association of Czech Graphic Artists celebrated its 100.
Anniversary and organized many exhibitions in Prague, Czech Republic and abroad as well. The
main exhibition of 2017 was collective exhibition “Hollar Now” in Municipal House in Prague.



The Association is a place to meet 5 generations of active graphic artists and enables them
professional discussion with colleagues and public too, confrontation of their artwork and
technique skills.

In 2017 there was resumed publishing activity of the Association. During last 4 years the
Association published 5 art catalogues, plus Bulletin of Hollar Friendship Club each year.
Artists of the Association are frequent laureates of prestigious Vladimir Boudnik Prize (Prize for
significant benefit for Czech graphic Art, granted since 1995) — 1995 Ladislav Cepelak, 1998
Eduard Ovcacek, 2001 Kvéta Pacovska, 2003 Marie Blabolilova, 2004 Jifi Anderle, 2005
Jaroslava Severovd, 2006 Lubomir Pribyl, 2009 Mikola$ Axmann, 2010 FrantiSek Hodonsky,
2012 Oldrich Kulhanek, 2013 Zbynék Janacek, 2014 Jindrich Rizicka, 2015 Dalibor Smutny, 2016
Karel Malich, 2018 Lenka Vilhelmova, 2019 Ondfej Michalek.

Artists of Association of Czech Graphic Artists are current members of the expert commissions
of The Most Beautiful Czech Book of the Year, Graphic Art of the Year etc. Association
cooperates with Museum of Czech Literature, National Technique Museum Prague, The Czech
Writers Association and many regional culture institutions in Czech Republic and abroad, The
Association cooperates with art historians Vilma Hubackovd, Barbora VIaskova, Jifi Bernard
Krticka, Jifi Machalicky, Daniela Rzi¢ova and others.

In Hollar Gallery in Prague there are realized about 12 graphic exhibitions each year, including
curator art projects, group exhibitions or solo exhibitions.
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
